
A child has disclosed concerning information, or you have witnessed or received a safeguarding report of an incident or
complaint about an individual's behavior toward a child that may constitute abuse or poor practice.

Does the child require immediate medical attention or is a crime in progress?

Report concern to Welfare
Officer/named Safeguarding

Officer. If unavailable call NSPCC
helpline on 0808 800 5000 or

contact the AT Safeguarding Team
safeguarding@anglingtrust.net.

Follow guidance from
statutory agencies.

Make a plan to safeguarding the
individual and respond to concern.

Contact emergency services  (999) immediately
and explain concern.

Does the allegation or incident involve the child’s
parent(s), guardian(s), or carer(s)?

Unsure whether child is
safe to go home with
parent(s), guardian(s),

or carer(s)?

Report to local
social care services
and/or police (999),

and LADO if
concern relates to

an adult who works
or volunteers with

children.

Whatever the safeguarding concern the Welfare Officer/individual should then report the complaint or incident and
actions taken using the  AT Safeguarding Referral Form.

AT Designated Safeguarding Lead (DSL) will conduct an initial assessment to determine if it is necessary to inform statutory
services. DSL will give advice to follow. If concern relates to ‘Poor Practice’ of AT Staff or Volunteers, AT will manage the

process.  If the concern relates to a non-member AT will support Welfare Officers and organisations to appropriately respond.
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Inform parent(s),
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carer(s), at earliest
opportunity.
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Welfare Officer to assess: Is there a risk of
immediate harm or abuse or is concern  serious

enough to constitute a criminal offence?
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Concern involves parents
parent(s), guardian(s), or

carer(s) but low-level.
